Then, after everyone was 

a little drunk, put out the lesser grade wine. The story of the miracle at Cana gives us the im -

pression that God often does not play by our rules. In our home - life this lesson is very impor -

tant. When I was a teenager begging to stay out all night or make an expectation to a family 

rule, my father would always say, 'If everyone else jumped off the bridge would you jump 

too?" His point was that we are not always going to do what other families do. We do what is 

good for our family.  

Mother Mary knew that wine was the good thing at that wedding and she advised her Son to 

follow her direction. Parents are blessed with insights that guide their children's lives. Tiny infants keep the 

schedule their parents create. Children attend the church and school mom and dad pick. The menu, the 

television viewing, the recreation schedule is always in the hands of parents. But always remember that God 

partners with those who bring a child into life from the moment of conception until natural death.
