Ash Wednesday Mass and Ashes will be at 7:15 am in the West Campus Church, 8:30 am with the school 

and 7:00 pm, both in the East Campus Church.  

Join Us for Stations of the Cross on Fridays during Lent  
Every third year the church celebrates ñThe Year of Lukeò in its Cycle C readings. Luke wrote  

to early Christians to remind them of ñevents that have been fulfilled among us, just as those 

who were eyewitnesses  from the beginning and ministers of the word have handed them 

down to usò (Luke 1:1-2). He wrote to strengthen them in faith and love. Like the early 

Christians, we too need to be reminded of the message of Jesusô life and the power it 

holds for us in our daily living. And so, in this year of Cycle C, we turn to Luke for 

words of remembrance and encouragement. Join us at 7:00 pm each Friday of Lent  

in the East Campus Church for a richly traditional devotion inviting us to ñrealize the 

certainty of the teachingsò of Christ as we journey with Jesus in the Way of the Cross. For 

those interested, we will need people to carry the cross and candles in procession.

Lenten Regulations  
The Season of Lent is the Church's annual Communal Retreat. During these 40 days, with help of the Holy 

Spirit, we take a serious look at our lives as Disciples of the Lord. It is a season to clear both the spiritual 

and material clutter from our lives and prepare to celebrate the Lord's Resurrection on Easter by renewing 

our baptismal vows. The Lenten Regulations are intended to assist us in opening ourselves to the work of 

the Holy Spirit within us during these 40 days of prayer and renewal with the Lord. Lent begins February 

17, Ash Wednesday, and concludes with the beginning of the Triduum, April 1. The Triduum begins with the 

evening Mass of the Lord's Supper and concludes with vespers (evening prayer) on Easter Sunday, April 4.  

Fasting: Ash Wednesday (February 17) and Good Friday (April 2) are days of fasting for those ages 18 

through 58. Fasting is observed by one ordinary/full meal and two lesser meals, sufficient to maintain 

strength for the obligation of one's circumstances. There is no eating between meals. Abstinence from 

meat:  Ash Wednesday and Good Friday, as well as all Fridays during Lent, are days of abstinence from 

meat for those 14 years of age and older. There is no upper age limit for abstinence.  

ñ40 Days Toward Reconciliationò Lenten Series 
Through Scripture, prayer and discussion, we hope to bring our brokenness into the light as a first step 

toward restoring the kind of community God intends for us. Please join members of the Social Justice 

Ministry in a Lenten series called 40 Days Toward Reconciliation . Our goals are to discuss race openly and 

work toward racial equity, to identify systemic causes of racism so we can change them, and to deepen our 

connections and relationships within Saint Thomas More and our communities.  

The series consists of five weekly sessions running on two simultaneous tracks, during the day and in the 

evening. Each series begins Wednesday,  Feb. 24 and ends Wednesday, March 24.  Morning sessions 

are 10:00 -11:30 am in the Pastoral Center on the East Campus; evening sessions are 7:00 -8:30 pm in the 

Oxford Room of Saint Thomas More School.

Security & Policy Implementation Update  
Over the past several weeks there have been ñsecurityò incidents reported to our Pastoral Center that neces-

sitate a change in facility management and security reporting procedures. Several people have reported that 

they have been approached by aggressive panhandlers both inside the church and in the parking lots/public 

spaces. Incidents have occurred both in broad daylight and in the evening. These incidents along with the 

recent burglary at the Pastoral Center and an incident with aggressive panhandling at our school help neces-

sitate the new procedures that we will be rolling out in the next few weeks for the St. Thomas More Catholic 

Community (STMCC). These changes apply to both the East and West Campus.  

These new polices are being implemented to assure the safety of all in our community -  students, guests, 

parishioners, and staff at the school, the churches and the Pastoral Center. These policies and procedures 

are largely adapted from our neighboring parishes at Lumen Christi and Nativity of Our Lord as well as rec-

ommendations from our insurance carrier, Catholic Mutual.  

Beginning February 1, both churches, our most sacred spaces, will be locked to the public . While 

the West Campus church has always been locked following weekday Masses, this is a new policy for the East 

Campus church. During non - Mass hours access and exit to and from the East Campus church will 

now be through the Pastoral Center. Visitors and parishioners will be asked to sign in and out of the 

church on a visitor register. Beyond security issues, this will also allow us to greet and welcome visitors to 

our faith community.  

In addition, we will soon install a new security system, similar to what is already in place at the school. As 

many of you know, we now have a manager on site to coordinate entry and exit to our facilities. Exterior 

locks for the Churches, Oxford Room, Gymnasium and Pastoral Center will be changed during the early part 

of February. Keys will no longer be issued.  

Additionally, all scheduling of rooms/facilities will now be managed through the Pastoral Center/Event Coor-

dinator, Josh Brick: 651.227.7669 x301 or jbrick@morecommunity.org . Event leaders will be required to 

complete specific forms prior to being added to the schedule. We may also ask for a Certificate of Indemnifi-

cation if you are a non -certified STMCC organization/event and if you are serving alcohol. There will be a 

nominal charge to cover facility costs for all non STMCC approved events.  

Lastly, please notify the Pastoral Center if you have a safety concern or if you would like to report an inci-

dent. We are in the process of formulating a security log to track the incidents in order to respond in a way 

that makes our campus a safe, welcoming community for the work of Christ.

Church Notes for Children 
Fat Tuesday  
Mardi Gras (mar -dee grah) means ñFat Tuesdayò in French. Itôs 

the day before Ash Wednesday, when Lent begins. If we are se -

rious about keeping Lent, the Mardi Gras party before Lent 

should be great fun. Plan all the things you will need: your 

favorite music, party hats and noise -makers, masks, confetti, 

streamers, your most favorite foods and, of course, guests.  

Popular Mardi Gras foods are pancakes in Great Britain, crepes in 

France, stuffed grape leaves in the Middle East, sweet rice in 

Puerto Rico, cream rolls in Scandinavia, sausages and peppers in 

Italy, and doughnuts in Poland and Germany.  

Pick the time and place, and invite the people. And remember, 

thereôs a point behind the party. It gets us ready to keep a good Lent. 

Mardi Gras is a little like emptying our drawers and closets into a pile 

before we straighten them out. We can wear costumes and masks to 

make fun of our bad habits: Draw TV screens around your eyes if you 

want too much television. Draw the hands of a clock on your face if 

you are always running late. Wear a generalôs medals if you are bossy. 

At the end of the party, have paper and pencils ready. Write down 

how you want to improve during Lent. You can pass these around or 

talk about the help you will need to succeed. Then tear them up into 

tiny bits and bury them in the ground or put them in the trash. At the 

end, to being Lent, join hands and say the Our Father. Then clean up in 

silence.
