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More Justice and Service 
Come “Prepared” for our Holy Thursday Collection! 

The Preparation of the Gifts on Holy Thursday is more than setting the table and taking 

up the usual collection. Indeed, there is nothing “usual” about this collection at all. The 

offerings on a normal Sunday are “for the poor and the church” (GIRM # 49). At this 

first liturgy of the Triduum however, the Sacramentary calls for “a procession of the 

faithful with gifts for the poor.” There is no mention of the church; but rather it is the 

clearest gesture of what it means to be church. 

What Does That Mean For You? 

Holy Thursday is the night for you to bring food and other items for our local food 

shelves, the money your family has collected for Operation Rice Bowl, as well as cash 

donations for Catholic Relief Services. Please keep these items with you in the pews so 

you can carry them forward to the Altar during the Preparation of the Gifts. Ushers will 

let you know when to come forward. Community members will be stationed at the 

communion rail to take your donations to the appropriate place in the sanctuary. If you 

need assistance in bringing your items forward, it will be provided. All the faithful bringing their gifts for the 

poor to the Altar harkens back to the most ancient practice of the Church. It’s an auspicious beginning for 

our Holy Thursday liturgy of the Eucharist for it is a unique reminder of who we are as Church.

Church Notes for Children 
A Tree of Life 

Prepare an Easter tree to grace your home with new life from “dead” 

wood. Get a friend. parent, brother or sister to help you. Find some 

bare branches or an unwanted sapling in your yard. (Be sure to get 

per-mission before cutting down any plant.) 

Cut branches from the tree or bush, take them inside and put them in 

water. Add a couple of drops of bleach to the water to keep it pure. A  

tree stand or a big leak proof pot can help hold the branches upright.  

Small pebbles added to the pot can also help. 

Between now and Easter, prepare bows, make yarn chicks and bunnies, cut out 

paper eggs, string holiday lights and find any other signs of new life and 

resurrection that you can think of.  

Using construction paper, some people make figures of the famous people 

in the Bible whose stories we tell at Easter: Adam and Eve, Noah (and all 

the animals aboard the ark - and the rainbow too), Abraham and Sarah, 

Isaac and Rebekah, Miriam and Moses, Ester, Judith, Jonah, Jeremiah, 

Daniel (and the lions too). Be sure to include the people we hear about 

when we tell the story of the death, burial and resurrection of Jesus.  

The cross of Jesus is a tree of life. The life of the world hangs on its 

dead wood. On Good Friday you can put the cross in the center of 

your bare Easter tree. On Holy Saturday, decorate your tree carefully. 

Leave it up for fifty days until Pentecost.

Bringing Home the Word

and leaving any blame to God or whoever is in charge of counting our 

mistakes in the Kingdom of God. 

Perhaps we need to follow Jesus’ advice to put down our bucket of 

stones and start embracing the sinner in our midst. As a family, we need 

to look at making peace with one another, regardless of who is 

responsible for the distress. We need to forgive and ignore the little 

problems that nag us. 

Parents need to love their outrageous teenagers and have listening hearts. 

Advice can be saved for those rare occasions when it really matters. I 

could go on, but you get the idea. Jesus wants us to start really loving 

one another and to give up that stone-in-the-hand approach. It didn’t 

work for the Pharisees - and it won’t work for us.
