The Church uses two different oils - one is to help heal the sick and the
other is to rub on the catechumens (the people getting ready to be
baptized). Catechumens are a bit like athletes, except that their

struggle is to enter into the Christian way of life.

Besides the two oils, the Church also uses a mixture of oil and per -
fume called chrism.
