(evening prayer closes the day of adoration at 6:00 pm). Our next First Friday is August 6. For those
who cannot make it to the West Campus, we invite and encourage you to join us in prayer from your home
on these First Fridays. Pray with us for the community of Saint Thomas More, for your family and friends, for
our troubled world. Pray the rosary with us, pray your private prayers, pray as Blessed John XXIII prayed:

"0 Jesus, come back into our society, our family life, our souls, and
reign there as our Peaceful Sovereign. Enlighten with the splendor

of faith and the charity of Your tender Heart, the souls of those who
work for the good of the people, for Your poor; impart to them Your
Own Spirit, a spirit of discipline, order, and gentleness, preserving the
flame of enthusiasm ever alight in our hearts. AMEN.”
